INCE t11is book vvas written and published in 
1900 it has beei1 reprintecl a number of tin1es 

and several tl1ousa11ds of co1)ies have beer1 sold. 
Altl1ough tl1e author issued j11 1910 an entire!y 11e\v 
book 011 tl1e same sl1bject - " The Grand Canyon 
of .i\rizona " - tl1ere is still a steady and constai1t 
·demand for · this larger and earlier vvork. I t has 
been deen1ed appropriate, l1owever, before isst1ing a 
ne\V editio11, that part of 011e chapter should be 
entirely rewritten, and an appendix added, v\1hich 
,vill contain mt1ch r1evv and in1 porta11 t i11fortnatioD 
A ne vv 1nap has also bee11 p·rovided whicl1 the tourist 
or general reader will fi11d of 1naterial help. Tl1e 
reaso11s for these e11large111ents ai1d additions are 
fot1nd i11 tl1e 1nany a11d varied ·cha11ges tl1at l1ave 
talzen place i11 tl1e Grand Ca11yon ; not in tl1e 
Ca11yon itself, but ii1 tl1e hotel acco1111nodatio11s, 
trails, etc. Tl1e U. S. Geological St1rvey has con­
ducted (in 1902-1903) a new survey, ancl 11e\v maps of 
three quadrangles-t11e Sl1inun10, t11e Brigl1t A11gel, 
and the Vish11u - have bee11 issued, embodyi11g tl1e 
rest1lts of tl1ese labors, giving acct1rate deter1nina-

- tions of the heights of the peaks, towers, })L1ttes, 
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\valls, a11d points of tl1e Canyon that hitl1erto had 
only been gL1essed at, or « esti1nated," and fasteni11g 
upo11 them new na1nes i11 accordance with tl1e pla11 
for111 L1lated by 1n e son1e years l)reviousl y at the 
request of the cl irector, Major J. W. Powell. 111 
tl1e doi11g of tl1is vvor]z thoroughl)r a11d systematically 
it \vas foL111d better to cl1ange some of tl1e na1nes, 
and 1na11y da)'S were spent by tl1e topographers and 
n1yself in tl1e endeavor to mal<e thetn har111onious 
a11d a1)propriate. The resu lts can best be seen by 
a study of the ne\v 1nap i11serted at tl1e end of 

this volume. Here the new nan1es are given ,vith 

accuracy. In tl1e appendix a full list of the points, 

to,1vers, a11d bL1ttes of the Ca11yon are give11, with 

tl-1eir altitudes as detern1ined by tl1e 11ew survey.

PREFACE 

HIS book is a growth of ten >'ears' visits to 
. the 111ost st1bli1ne spectacle of earth. Hence 

it is not a11 orcli11ary bool<: of l1asty travel and hur­
riecl clescri ption, but is tl1e accu m t1lated rest1l t of 
re11e,,led visits and 1nar1 y explorations. 

I desire tl1at it sl1ot1ld sti111L1late the interest of 
those vvh o know but little of tl1e "'''Onders of the 
Grancl Ca11yo11; and serve as a usefL1l l1a11dboolz to 
tl1e Canyon traveller before, clt1ri11g, a11d after l1is 
trip. 

There are far more trails in to the l1eart of tl1 e 
Gra11d Canyon r@gion tl1an ma11y professecl ex1Jerts 
eve11 suspect. On tl1e soutl1 \Valls tl1ere are te11, 
and a11otl1er ten or 1nore into the fascinati11g Cata­
ract Canyon \¥l1ere dvvell the Havasupai Indians. 
Tl1e ten trails of tl1e Grand Canyon region, begi11-
11i11g at Lee's Ferry east\vards, and conti11ui11g sot1th< 
vvest to Diar11ond Creek, are as follows: 

1. Lee's F erry. Reached by wagon from Wins­
low, Canyon Diablo, Flagstaff, and other points on 
tl1e Santa Fe Railvvay. 

2. The Marble Canyon Trail, not far fro1n tl1e 
Shinutno Altar. Tl1is trail was u.sed by N aval1os 
'and Pait1tis for many years. It ,vas rece ntly blovv11· 
up vvith dy11an1ite a11cl rendered impassable by cattle 
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men, to prevent cattle tl1 ieves fron1 crossing the 
ri\rc.; r \\1i tl1 sto]e11 stoclc. 

3. 'l' l1e olcl Hopi ( Tolci) Salt Trail i11 to the L ittle 
Coloraclo a11cl Gra11cl Ca11 yons. I-Zeacl1ed fron1 the 
Hopi villages. 

4. T l1e Ta1111er Trail, a fe,v miles vvest of tl1e 
L ittle Colorado l{i vcr. This trail ca11 no,v be 
reacl1ecl 011 l1orsebacl~ or l)y con veya11ce fron1 tl1e 
ter1ni11l1s of tl1e Grand Ca11 yo11 Rail,,,ay. 

5. T l1e llecl Cat1yo11 Trail. 'I'l1is ,:vas the trail 
u ed i11 tl1e years 1895-98 by the tourists ,,,110 
v,·ere tal,e11 to tl1c Ca11 .'./On by stage fro1n F lag­
staff. It vvas i11correctl y called l' tl1e 11e,v Ha11ce 
T ·1 )) 1·a1 . 

6. T l1e Old T 1·ail, i11correctly l<nov,rn as "the 
Ha11ce ,.f rail." This ,,vas tl1e first trail used by 
tol1rists tal<e n to the Ca11yo 11 fron1 Flagstaff, 1)rior 
to tl1e 01)ening of tl1e I-Zed Canyo11 Trail. As else­
vvl1 ere explainetl, it 1vvas in ltse by tl1e l1avasL1pai 
I 11cliar1s for untold ce11 turies. H ance in1 l)ro,,ecl j t 
a11d located LlIJ011 it. I t is 110\v ,vasl1ed Ollt ancl 
practically i11accessible. T he scenery about tl1e 
l-1ead of this trail l1as beco111e so fa111iliar tl1a t it is 
fltlly IJictured l1erein. 

7. Tl1e Gra11d Vie,v T rail. T l1is is tl1e trail to 
\vl1icl1 toL1rists ,,1ere tal<en fro111 Flagstaff it1 the 
years r 897-99. I t ,va a11d is a great i 1n 1JrO\'e­

me11t i 11 e\1er)' ,,,a y over tl1e Red Ca11 )' 011 a11d Old 
Trails, a11cl ,vjll still afforcl great satisfactio11 to tl1e 
tot1rist ,vl10 clesires to ,risit ii. Stages or otl1er co11-
\1cya11ces rL111 fro1n tl1c ter111i11L1s of tl1e Grancl Car1-
yo11 l(ailvvay, or t]1e l1orscbaclz rider \\:ill fi.11cl it a11 
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easy ride to go 0,,er tl1e trail alo11g the ri1n frotn the 
l1ead of tl1e Brigl1t Angel Trail to the Grand Vievv 
Trail.

0 R 111agnifice11t n1ajesty, gorgeot1s coloring, and 
mL1ltiplicity of sculptt1red for1ns tl1e Grand 

Canyon of the Colorado River has 110 rival in tl1e 
world. Tl1ree 11 u 11cl red and fifty years ago Cardenas 
a nd l1 is band of Spanisl1 explorers, sent by tl1e con­
c1 uistador Coronaclo frorn Z llO i, tried to reacl1 its 
deeply embedcled river, bl1t wearily gave up the 
attempt.

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CHAPTER II 

EXPLORATIONS FROM THE Tli\1E OF THE SPA NIARDS 

(r 540) TO l\1AJOR ] . W. PO\VELL (1869) 

N less tl1a11 fifty years after tl1e landi11g of 
Colun1bL1s on the shores of tl1e \i\T estern He111i­

sphere, S 1)anisl1 explorers a11d 111 issio naries were 
travelli 11g l1po11 tl1e Col9rado River, following its 
course a 1011g ,vay fro111 its n10L1tl1, reacl1ing it at 
various point·s, a11d even visiti11g it 011 tl1e east side 
of its jL1nction with the Colorado Cl1iquito, -the 
l,ittle Colorado, - wl1icl1, to tl1is day, is one of 
its most inaccessible 1)oi11ts. 

Tl1ese S panisl1 explorations were largely tl1e 
rest1lt of that never to be forgotte11 first transcon­
tinental jot1rney, 1nade on foot by Don Al var N L1nez 
Cabeza de Vaca, tl1e u11fortunate treasurer of t11e 
i 11-fatecl expedition of Panfilo de Narvaez to tl1e 
coast of Florida. Tl1e stories of what lie saw and 
heard· aroused tl1e viceroy of New S1)ain (Nortl1ern 
Mexico) to se11d out a prelin1i11ary reconnoissa11ce 
party t111der the direction of a trust,A.rorthy Fra11-
ciscah friar, Marcos de Niza. Marcos pe11etrated 
Arizona and vve11t east as far as the 110w known 
pueblos of Zuni, i 11 N e,v Mexico. Tl1ese, he was­
told1 ,:vere the seve11 cities of Cibola. On l1i s favor­
able report being prese11 ted to the viceroy, a large 
a11d i111posing expedition, under tl1e co1nn1and of 
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tl1at Jrot111g, 11a11dso111e, acl ven tL1 rot1s, ,veal t 11 y, ancl 
favorecl cabal lero, Do11 Vazcit1ez de Coro11ado, ,vas

Po \iVell to accom­
plisl1 tl1e i111possible; for I11dia11s, 111i11ers, pros­
pectors, covvboys, S1)a11isl1 explorers, and United 
States gover11111ent officers vvere a t1nit i11 ayi11g 
tl1at it ,vas a practical in1possibility to ride dovvn 
t l1e Coloraclo Ri,,er fron1 its .-0L1rce to its n10L1tl1. 

Exaggeratecl stories of I \res' report reacl1ed tl1e 
ears of tl1e rni11ers, 1)rospectors, and l1L111ters vvho 
,vat1clercd i 11 to tl1e co Ll 11 tr)' , a11d tl1ese, in tin1e, 
started otl1er stories ec1L1ally exciti11g, ,,vl1icl1 aroused 
111L1cl1 interest ancl curiosity, altl10L1gl1 it is doubtful 
\\rl1ether a11y of tl1e111 l1ad n1L1cl1, if ar1y, fot1ndation 
i 11 fact.

last year. 
'' It rains again this afternoo11. Scarcely do the first 

As the 
storm cornes 011, tl1e little rills increase i11 size, until great 
streatns are forrned. Although the ,,valls of the canyo11 
are cl1iefly limesto11e, the adjace11t cou11try is of red sa11d­
stone; and no,v tl1e ,vaters, loaded ·,,vitl1 these sa11ds, co1ne 
dovvn in ri,,ers of bright red mt1d, leapi11g over the . vvalls 
in in11umerable cascades.

The end of Marble Canyon is at tl1e mou~l1 of 
tl1e Colorado Cl1iquito. The canyon tl1roL1gl1 wl1icl1 
this 1nuddy, salt strea111 flo\iVS is on a scale quite as 
gra11d, altl10L1gl1 11ot so extensive, as that of tl1e 
Colorado itself. Standing on PaiL1ti Point ( Grand 
Vie,v) near tl1e Gra11d View Trail, tl1e cliffs above 
tl1e 111outl1 of the L ittle Colorado are disti11ctly to be 
see11; bL1 t to rigl1 tly enjoy it, one should ride arOLl nd 
tl1 e ri111, so1ne tl1irty-five 1niles, a11d see tl1e jL111ctio11 
of the two rivers.

dwellings. So111etin1es tl1e larger and outer cl1am­
bers comn1unicate witl1 in11er and sn1aller cl1a111bers. 
'f l1ere are 1nan y evidences of tl1eir l1a ving been i11-
l1abited, in tl1e 1narks of fire in tl1e caves, cor11-cobs 
s t re\\vn abot1t, and tl1e 111asses of broken pottery 
scattered all over tl1e 1not1ntai11 slopes. Surround­
ing t11e1n, in 1na11y places, are ,valls bL1ilt of lava, 
clot1btless to protect tl1e1nselves fro111 tl1e v·vinds a11d 
their relentless er1~111ies, tl1e no1nacl Apaches, Nava­
hos, U tes, a11cl Co111a11cl1es.

N the years 1895-1896 the Tusayan Deve1opme11t 
Con1pany of New York became i11terested in a

Tl1e pron1oter of the propositio11 \\·as " Bucky"

world-famoL1s by l1is tragic deatl1, vvl1en el1argi11g 
with the Rougl1 Riders at tl1e assault 011 Sa11 J L1a11. 
--r 11e N e,v York co1npa11y ex1Jenrled co11siderable 
mo11ey i11 ·developi11g a11d ope11i11g llp tl1e n1i11es, 
a11d also interested otl1er }Jeople ,,vitl1 t11e1n i11 t11e 
work. As tl1e Brigl1t A11gel Ti-ail a11d India11 
Garde11s .,,,rere near to tl1e 111ines, tl1e ca1)italists 
soo11 l)eca111e i11tetested in tl1e Gra11d Ca11yo11 fro111 
the sce11ic standpoint, and, foreseeing tl1e 11ever­
e11ding attractio11 it vvould l)rove to tra11scor1ti11e11tal 
tourists wl:1en made easily accessible, tl1ey securecl 
control of tl1e trail, and 111ade negotiatio11s and 
1)etitions vvl1ich eventL1ated i11 tl1eir sect1ri11g from 
Congress a gra.11 t for a rail \:Vay thro ugl1 tl1e Gra11 cl 
Canyon Forest Reserve. This rail'1vay is 110,v bt1ilt. 

The mining co1npa11y has already erectecl a large 
s111elti11g plant at Willia1ns, and it is from tl1is point 
that the railway starts. Striki11g due 11orth, it 
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passes over tl1 e 111asses of « 1nalapais" u11til, \,vhe11 
foLt r 1niles out, it crosses 011e of tl1e upper reaches of 
HavasL1 (Cataract) Creel<. If tl1e rai11s are jL1st over, 
t11e vvl1ole co L1ntry vvill be 011e 1nass of green and 
gorgeous I y bea1..1tif ul ,vild flowers, ,vith possibly 
l1 ere and t11ere a heal tl1£ L1l a11d in teresti11g ba11d 
of sl1ee1). At otl1er ti1nes tl1e country 1nay look 
roclzy a11 cl barre11, or be covered witl1 a rnantle of 
snow. 

After crossi11g H avasu, tl1e railvvay enters tl1e 
cetlars a11d jL1ni1)ers, passes Red Lal<e, - a vol­
ca11ic si11lz-l1 ole, vvhich, at rare inter\rals, is filled 
"''i tl1 vvater, - a11cl for te 11 or a doze11 111i les is in a 
series of cl1ar111i11g r)arlzs \vl1ere bancls of deer a11d 
a-11 tel 01Je are ofte11 seen. 

All tl1e v\,.a:)' alo11g gli1n1)ses a11d fi11e fL1ll vievvs are 
bei11g prese11ted of the 111ajestic Sa11 Fra11cisco, Ke11-
dricl<s, and Sitgrea\'es l\lfoL111tai11s, vv11ile \;\Tillia111s 
l\1ou11 tai n, vvi tl1 its seven v\'Ooded ancl roL1nded 
peal<s, a1)JJears to grovv larger tl1e fa1·tl1er a ,vay we 
travel . 

Twe11ty·-nine 1niles out, 11ear tl1e statio11 of Val le, 
is tl1e big bridge)· s011~1e fifty feet l1igl1 a11d tl1ree 
l1l111dred feet 1011g, over a bra11cl1 of tl1e Spri11g 
Valley \i\TasJ1'; a11d l1ere Reel BL1tte beco111.es a 
1)ro111 i11 ent la11d1narlc to tl1e rigl1t. Tl1is is l<11 ov.1 11 
to t l1 e I--Iavas u1)ai I11clians as H ue-ga-da-vvi'-za, or tl1 e 
'' l\/fc)l111tai11 of the Cle11cl1ecl Fist." I t is upon tl1is 
bL1tte tl1at a sn1all frag1nent of tl1e ricl1 red of tl1e 
I)ermia11 sariclstone tl1at once coverecl tl1e ,vl1ole 
Grand Canyon regio11 is to be fot111d; and ~1l1e11 
tl1is is brill ia11tly illl1t11ir1atecl by tl1 e t111restrained 
A rizo11a st111lig l1 t) it cloq uc11tl y explai11s wl1y Red 
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Butte for so 1011g has been regarded as a pron1inent 
la11dn1arl< of tl1is portio11 of the Pai 11 ted Desert. 

For here tl1e great plateau, stretching a\vay to 
east at1d vvest, and 011ce, t111dot1btedly, a portion of 
tl1e vast Eoce11e Lal<e, is a part of that m ysteriot1s, 
unbot1nded, and alluring Painted Desert, the colors 
of w11icl1, seen u11der proper co11ditio11s, l)evvilder 
witl1 tl1eir i11tensity \,vhile tl1ey attract by tl1eir ricl1-
ness. 

Interesti11g stories n1ight be tolcl of Reel Bt1tte 
a11d its regio11. Tl1e H avast1 pais l1a,re a tracli tior1 
tl1at 111a11y years ago a large spring of vvater flo\ved 
from near its base, bt1t tl1at i11 a great convL1lsio11 of 
r1att1 re, vvl1icl1 cl1anged tl1e ct1rren t of tl1e waters of 
Ha vasll (Cataract) Creel<, tl1e spri 11g disa1)1)earecl, 
and l1as never si11ce been see11. Tl1e JJrese11ce of a 
nu111ber of qt1al<ing aspens in the regio11, hO\ivever, 
is reasonable indicatio11 that water is still tl1ere. 

I am also i11for111ed tl1at it vVc1S recen tl )7 cliscovered, 
i11 looking over so111e titles in tl1e olcl registe·rs at 
TL1cson, tl1at silver mining was exte11sively carriecl 
on near Red Butte by tl1e Spaniards abot1t tl1e year 
1650 and later.

ro% to 20%. This ore \vas fou11d in such large 
c1L1a11tities as to j L1stify extensive operations.

EL TOVAR HOTEL 

I doubt if the vvorlcl ca11 find a more wonderful 
11atural locatio11 for a hotel tl1an tl1e Gra11d Canyon 
affords-for El Tovar. It is built practically upon 
the ,,ery edge of tl1e Canyon in tl1e arc of a rude 
curve of an an1phitl1eatre, the poi11ts of the walls of 
vvhicl1 are s0111ewhat l1igher tl1an tl1e hotel. Withi11 
two mint1tes of stepping fron1 the train 011e })asses 
tl1rougl1 the hotel, out upon its fro11t porch, and tl1e 
great abyss is stretcl1ed ot1t at l1is feet. Had it not 
bee11 for tl1e Canyon and tl1e perpetual lure of its 
attractions to tl1e traveller from all parts of tl1e 
world, El Tovar vVOL1ld never l1ave been bt1ilt. The 
Santa Fe Rail\vay Com1)any was co1n1)elled to bL1ild 
it in order to provide acco111 modations £01· tl1e in­
creasi11g nu111 ber of travellers who de111anded first­
class accom modatio11s wl1ile enjoying tl1e su bli111e 
111a jesty a11d wonder£ ully di verse featt1res of the 
Canyon. 

Tl1e building itself is adn1irab]y adapted to its 
environment. It is of the bt1ngalow type of archi­
tecture, a11d rugged enoL1gl1 in its exterior to not 
011ly be unobtrusive, but vvhen seen from the 
distance, is fo11nd to si11l< i 11 to quiet l1armon y with 
tl1e rocks a11d trees by vvhicl1 it is surroL1nded. Its 
base is of solid, native lin1estone-rock, \\'ell l)uilt u1) 
and contint1ed in the 111assive OL1tside cl1i1nneys, one 
of vvhicl1 stands at eacl1 e11d of tl1e di11ing-room. 
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The Rendezvous or Nimrod 's Cabin has already 
prove r1 itself to be wl1at its desig11ers intet1decl, a 
popular gatl1erir1g place. Here, vvl1en the eve11ings 
are chilly, great pine knots burn cl1eerily i11 the 
11 t1ge, roclzy fireplace, a nd the guests either assem ble 
a rou11d it, listening to some i11teresti11g tale of 
ad ve11 tL1 re told by son1e \Vorld-\vide t raveller, or, 
perhaps, to the e11joyable, laL1ghable, or adver1turoL1s 
experie11ces of some guest \Vho has l)een dow11 i11to 
the Ca11yon, OL1t on tl1e Plateau on the otl1er sic1e 
of the Canyon, or l1as just retL1rned f ro111 a trip to 
tl1e I-Iavasu1)ai, Hopi, Navaho, o r otl1er I 11d ians. 

BRIGHT ANGEL CAMP 

To accom 1nodate those desiring less ex1)ensi.,le 
quarters, Brigl1t Angel Can11) - old Brigl1t Angel 
Hotel ret11odelled - is operated 011 tl1e European 
l)lan. Tl1e lodgi11g and fare l1ere are of a mt1cl1 
si1npler lzi11d tha11 at El Tovar, but clean, wl1ole­
s0111e, ar1d tl1orot1gl1ly comfortable.

At Bass Ca111p tl1ere are tI-1ree especial views 
afforded, vvl1ich give tl1e i11tellige11t visitor a clearer 
co1nprel1ension of tl1e Car1yon in all its aspects tl1an 
cat1 be obtained, ac·cordi11g to 1ny judg111ent, in a11y 
otl1er way. Tl1ese tl1ree are the "SL1r1)rise OL1t­
lool~," the " Easter11 Vievv " of tl1e Canyon f ro1n 
Havasupai Poirit, ar1d tl1e " W es ter11 View'' fro111 
Walla1)ai Point. 

The first vie\v encot1nte1·ecl b)' tl1e visitor to Bass 
Ca111p is tl1at which is i:)rese11ted as tl1e stage, vvitl1-
out vv·arning, halts i1nn1ediatel )' 011 tl1e edge of the 
Can)ron, close to tl1e l1ead of Mystic Spri11g Trail, -
hence its 11 a1ne, " Surprise OL1tlook." Here, after 
the first irnpressio11 - \vl1ich is al\vays of tl1e Can­
yo11's vastness- l1as so111ewl1at st1bsicled, the eye 
i11stir1ctively seelzs tl1e i111 portant poi11t on tl1e op­
posite side, vvl1icl1 has already bee11 referred to as 
Dutton Poi11t. Tl1is is tl1e " Poi11t SL1lJlime" of 
OL1r stage ride; tl1e great prornontory that rises 
over l1alf a thoL1sa11d feet abo ve every other ca11yon 
point '"' itl1i11 our ke11, as, forty 1niles a,;vay, ,ve ap­
proach tl1e great gorge. It is the extre1ne easter11 
end of Povvell Plateau. 

Al 111ost i in mediately 01)posite Bass Ca1111J, sligl1 tly 
to tl1e left, and directly in tl,e l1eart of tl1e Canyon, 
is Mot111t Observatio11, a solitary, lo11e, rocl<y giant 
of cross-lJecldecl sa11dsto11e, top1)ecl ,vitl1 a small resi­
due of cl1erty li1nestone.

It see1ns as if you migl1t 
thi-ovv a sto11e to it fro1n \Vl1 ere v,,e stand on tl1e 
rim of tl1e Ca11yon, a 11 d it is one of tl1e first lessons 
in d ista11ce that 111any a tourist ,,,ill e,re11 tt1ally talze, 
to find out ho,~ far a,vay it reall)' is. 

Tl1e 11ext features tl1at attract OL1r atte11tio11 are 
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the three central, interior plateaux, ,vhicl1, tvvo 
thousand feet below tl1e rim, tl1rust tl1eir noses far 
out fro1n the soutl1 wall L1ntil tl1ey seem to be i111-
1nediatel y over tl1e I 11ner Gorge, where the Colorado 
River flows i11 sullen n1ajesty throL1gh tl1 e granite. 
Tl1e plateau \iVhich con11ects tl1e soutl1 vvall witl1 
ti1ese i11terior plateaux is 11amed Le Conte Plateau. 
rfl1.ese are all in tl1e red sa11dsto11e. Tl1e upper 
stratun1 - the deep cl1ocolate - l1as entirely disap­
peared except at each end of H L1e-tl1a-wa-li.

Tl1e11, after cl isa1Jpoir:i ting the n1ore 
intelligent and educated of the tot1rists for son1e 
years by talzing tl1e1n dovv11 a t1·ail vvl1icl1 did not 
reacl1 tl1e arcl1 cea11 rocl~s, a11cl vvl1ich, lil,e tl1e Old 
Trail, vVc:lS '' boxecl i11" almost tl1e entire distance 
fro111 tl1e rin1 to the ri ve r, tl1e Red Canyon Trail 
vvas abanclo11ed by tl1e rail way offic ials a11cl tl1eir 
tourists tal{en to tl1e Gra11d Vie \iV 1' rail. A late r 
chapter is c1evotecl to tl1ese t,vo trails.

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the prese11ce of t11e gra11ite t11at 111ai11ly differe11tiates 
Marble, or Gle11, or Desolatio11, or a11y of tl1e t1p1)er 
ca11yo11s1 fro111 that st11)re111e divisio11 of tl1e vvay of 
the Colorado River k11own as tl1e Gra11d Ca11yo11. 

011e other 1narl<ed feature of tl1e Gra11d Vievv 1'rai1 
is the recer1t discovery of ah i11teresti11g se1·ies of 
caves, vvl1icl1 I had the pleast1re of ex1)lori11g ir1 
company \iVit11 Mr. P. D. Berry, 011e of tl1e owners 
of the trail. Tl1ey were discovered in 1897, by 
J ose1)h Gildner, a cook e111ployed in the 111i11i11g 
ca111p of Messrs. Carnero11 a11d Berry. 

It ,vas late 011e afternoo11 \vhe11 ,ve e11tered the

ca11dles left tl1e se11sitive })late exposec1, vvl1ile 1\/Ir. 
Berry guided 111e in to fartl1er 1·ecesses. Tl1is first 
cave is s01ne tl1ree l1u11dreci feet 1011g, a11d varyi11g .

to1necl to 1Jiclzi11g out the 11u1nerous olJjects i11 tl1 e 
Ca11yo-i1, it is ea.sy to describe general ly tl1e course 
of tl1e Mystic S1)ri11g Trail. 

I 11 order to for1n a general idea as to wl1ere vve 
l1ave to go, look do,i\111 t1pot1 Le Co11te PlateaL1 
to\varcls tl1e edge of l 'rail Ca11)ron, bet\veen H ue­
tl1a-\va-li Plateatt a11d tl1e Gra11d Sce11ic Divide. 
Seen fro1n above, it presents a comparatively sn1ootl1 
a11cl eve11 surface, and appears to be dotted \iVi tl1 a 
grov,,tl1 of d\i\7arf-loolzing shrubs. Bet\veen t1s and 
tl1e plateaL1 a slope of tal l tS exter1ds, of sixty or 
sever1ty clegrees, for a de1Jtl1 of fiftee11 · l1t111dred or 
sixtee11 l1L1ndred feet, ,-vl1en it breaks off 011 tl1e_su111-
111it of a 1Jerpendic~1lar \ivall of rock 11i11e 11 undred 
fee t i11 l1 eigl1t. 

Tl1e trail begit1s 11ot 111ore tl1an a yard fro111 V\1l1ere 
,-ve sta11d. One ste1J and vve are upon it. I t glides 
do,v11 eastward for 11early a 111ile on the face of tl1is 
talus, witl10L1t a "zag" i11 it, and tl1e11 zigzags for a 
sl1ort clista11ce t1ntil a 11atL1ral strea1n becl is reached. 
This is i11 tl1e more solid portion of tl1e cross­
bedded sa11dstone. Near tl1is IJoin t, a little below 
tl1e trail , on the left, are t\-VO 11atural tank~ or reser-
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voirs, which catcl1 the vvater as it 1·aces do,v11 the 
steep slopes after a sl10,ve1·, and tl1us tores it for 
fL1ture use. When these ta11lcs were foL1ncl by Mr. 
Bass they vvere com p1ete1 y filled vvi tl1 tl1e debris 
that, for years, l1ad bee11 a1lovvec1 to vvasl1 in ancl 
accu 111 ulate. N ovv tl1at tl1ey are cleanecl ot1 t, well

cetrtented, and careft1lly co,rerecl, tl1ey v,,i11 bold 
several 11 u11'drecl barrels of ,vat er, tl1e vall1e of ,vl1icl1 
in the dry seaso11 it is i111possible to esti111ate. 

Lea,,i 11g tl1e ta11l<s a11d crossi11g th is slight rocky 
ravi11e, t11e trail follo,v alo11g tl1e bri11l{ of a preci­
pice t1 11til tl1e so-called <, Cliff-d,"relli11g,, is reacl1ed. 
I am i11cli 11ecl to tl1e belief tl1at tl1is is 11otl1i11g 
n1ore t11an a corn storage l1ot1se, a score or 1nore of 
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wl1ich are found i11 tl1e Havasu Canyo11, especially 
in its Lipper reaches. As Le Co11te PlateaL1 and 
the regio11 beyo11d vvas 011ce tl1e wandering grot1nd 
a11d pastL1rage of certain I-Iavasupai fa111ilies, and 
tl1ey 111ade tl1eir l1ome in tl1e interior of the Ca11yo11, 
it is reaso11able to assu111e that, near to tl1eir vvater .. 
cisterns, they \VOL1ld construct this food storel1ot1se, 
vvl1ere tl1ey cot1ld place tl1eir cor11, dried 1Jeacl1es, 
dried pun1pkins, dried n1eat, and otl1er eatables 
du1·i11g tl1eir short abse11ces. 

A little dista11ce fro111 tl1e cliff corn-l1ouse tl1e trail 
reacl1es a sort of brealc, dovvn tl1e face of tl1e cross­
bedded sa11dsto11e, \\' l1ere it descends i11 a zigzag 
cot1rse, back a11cl f 01·tl1, until Le Co11 te Plateau is 
reacl1ed. 

I-Iere tl1e SL1rface i:;>rese11ts a11 entirely differe11t 
appeara11te fron1 vvl1a,t vve savv twe11ty-five l1u11drecl 
feet above. I t is brol<en and covered ,i\,itl1 mou11ds 
of eartl1 a11d rocl<, vvl1ile ht1ge boulders are dis­
trilJL1ted over it. 'fl1e sl1rt1bs l1ave grown i11to a 
forest of fair-sized trees, a11d vvhile fro1n tl1e rim it 
lool<ed as tl1ougl1 travelli11g would be eaS)', a11d tl-1at 
011e cc1L11cl see all arot111d l1i111, it is fot1nd tl1at if tl1e 
trail js left it is an easy matter to lose 011e's self 
a111ong tl1e trees and t1pl1eavecl eartl1 a11d rocl<s.

,c By tl1is tir11e I l1acl c1ecicled tl1at s0111e acciclent 
had occurrecl to Mcl{i11r1e}', - he l1ad eitl1er been 
iJitte11 by a rattles11al{e or l1ad tL1111bled over some 
bluff or otl1er, a.11cl I l1acl lJetter go a11d 11 L111t for 
l1i111 . So I 1)re1Jared a ro1Je a11cl so111e l)a11clages, 
fill eel tl1e can tee 11, got 111y gL111, 1Jre1Jarecl 1Jro\risio11s, 
a11d ,,ritl1 tl1e revolver i11 111 y ]1a11cls startecl. I l1acl

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sandsto11e. I got dowt1 by cli111bing arol111d, a11d 
on tl1e sa11d I sa\v l1is traclzs. I-Iere, i11 tl1e bed of 
tl1e canyo11, vvere s0111e \i\ralnut a11cl alcler trees, a11d 
s0111e pi11io11s. I ,,vall<ed 011 to tl,e next bend in 
t l1e ca11yo11, a11d there savv 1)011y ancl n1occasin 
tracks, vv l,ich con11)letel y obliterated Mc I{i1111ey's.

H ere tl1e ca11yo11 tool< a due \i\rest tt1r11. Hitl1erto 
it !,ad bee11 goi11g 11ortl1, a11d 110,v it ,vicler1ed out 
ancl becan,e dee1)er.

1)rovisio11s for three or fot1r clays, a11cl a 1011g coil of 
rope, - and fou11cl it quite a task cli t11bi11g, bt1t SL1c­
ceeded in reacl1i11g ,vithii1 about five l1undred feet 
of tl1e top, \\.' l1e11 I ca111e to a per1)e11dicL1lar Y\7all 
wi th a narrovv sl1elf ru1111ing alo11g its base. I fol­
lo\iVed tl1e s11elf, lll1til it reached a11 a1111Jl1itl1eatre 
and tl1ere brolze off abrt1ptly. Directly o,;er 111y

(( Next 1nor11i11g (S t111da)') I foL111cl tl1e 1v,,ate1· pretty 
11ear1y a11 go11e, so bal.~i11g ll}) a goocl st11)1)ly of 
breacl a11cl 111eat, e110L1gl1 to tal,e a11d c11ot1gl1 to 
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leave, I soL1gl1t a s111ootl1 place 011 tl1e lin1esto11e, 
\vhere I wrote a bold 11otice for McKi1111ey, sl10L1lcl 
l1e retLl'rn, tl1at I l1ad gone to \!Villia1ns for assist­
a11ce a11d lie vvas to wait here u11til n1y rett1rn. 
The11, as I 11oticed tl1at tl1e coyotes vvere i11 tl1e 
l1abit of t1si11g tl1is ,;vater l101e, I l1L111g tl1e foocl tl}J, 
ot1t of t l1eir reacl1, directit1g l1i111 wl1ere to find it, 
a11d tl1en sorrovvft1ll y startecl bacl< for \!Villia111s.

111 e, at first, for a crazy 111an, bt1 t as s0on as the 
for1ner recog11 ized 1ne, J1e cried ot1 t: ' Wl1at ! You 
bac lz al read_y ? Wl1ere 's McKi11ney ? ' 
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((' I--I e 's lost,' I ,:vl-1ispered thicl{ly. 
''' Lost! Ho\v 's tl1at?' 
" i\ s fast as I gai t1ed stre11gtl1 I explai11ed, and said 

I wa11ted to go rigl1t bacl< 11ext day ,;vitl1 a IJarty to 
find 11 i1n. Tl1e11, cari11g for tl1e animals a11 cl vval k­
i 11g over to 111y O\Vn l10L1se, I was soon asleep i11 heel. 
1-- 11e next 111or11i11g it vvas aboL1t 11i11-e o'clocl< before 
I got 01,-1t, a11cl went i111n1ediately to find son1e one 
to go ,,,itl1 n1e to fi11d Mcl(i11ney. No one see1necl 
a11xious to go, a11cl I soon· 11oticec1 groups of 111 e11 
loolz i11g st1s1JicioL1sly to\vards 111e, tall<ing ear11estl3r 
as I can1e LliJ, !)ut re111ai11i11g orni110L1sly still ,,,l1e11 I 
a1)1Jroacl1ecl. 

"After I l1ad talk eel IJretty roL1gl11 y to s0111e of 
tl1en1 about tl1eir co,,vardice i11 le.avi11g a 111an to 
l)erish vvitl1out a11y atte11·11Jt to fit1d or rescL1e l1in1 
fro111 l1ostile I11dia11s (l1acl l1·e falle11 i11to tl1eir l1a11c1s), 
a 11L1rnl)er of tl1e111 ag1·eecl to be read:)r to start ,vith 
111e at four o'cloclz tl1at after110011. Wl1en tl1e ti111 e 
ca111e, l1ovv·ever, tl1ere ,vere but four wl10 were ready 
to go.

T l1ey ,ve11 t 011, ancl I rett1r11ed Ul) tl1e 
trail \Vitl1 Dr. Maso11 to tl1e ca111p. vVl1e,11 vve got 
abot1t l1alf-,;vay lll), the cloctor, vvl10 vvas tro,ub]ed

vvitl1 l1eart clisease, ~,as ta]zen sick. I cared for l1i1n 
as v\1ell as I col1lcl, a11d as he began to recover l1e 
tt1rr1ecl to me a11d said, ' Bass, I feel sorry for )'Ou.

It ,vas 
tl1e first it1ti1natio11 I l1acl received of a11)1 tl1i11g of 
tl1e lzi11d. I l1acl noticed the L1gly loolzs of tl1e 1nen 
in Willia111s, !)L1t it never occL1rred to 1ne tl1at tl1e 
clastardl y \\rretcl1es i 111aginecl I l1ad lzillecl Mcl(i 11 ney. 

'' But t11e cloctor co11ti11t1ed, 'Re1)ort l1as it tl1at 
McI{inney had a very valual)le vvatcl1 a11d fot1r hl111-
clrecl clollars.' 

"Tl1e contemptible st1ggestio11 in11)lied in tl1ese 
vvorcls so i11ft1riated 1ne t l1at I started ])acl< after 
Scott a11cl Hurd \i\1itl1 tl1e excla111atio11, ' I 'll go \,vith 
tl1e111,' but tl1e doctor vvas so sick a11d nervOLIS tl1at, 
)'ie]di11g to l1is ear11est solicitatio11s, I retL1r11ed vv-ith 
l1i 111 to ca111 p. 

'' By tl1is ti n1e I lJegan to feel son1e,vl1at distressed 
aboL1t Scott ancl H urcl; I l<11e,v tl1ey l1ad little or 
110 food or vvater, a11d tl1at tl1ey were in far greater 
cla11ger tl1an tl1ey i 111agi11ed. So) tl1ougl1 Dr. Mason 
and Baggott l1ated to 111ove, a11cl I l<:11evv it ,vas 11ot 
tl1e 1:Jest tl1i 11g to do, I decided to follovv alo11g tl1e 
ri1n of tl1e ca11yo11 as Scott a11cl HL1rd l1ad asl.ced . 
LlS to do, read)' to l1el1) tl1e111 s11ould a11y en1ergency 
arise. I clicl 11ot wa11 t it to be said afterwards tl1at 
I ,,,ot1ld lea,,e tl1c)se fe11ovvs i11 cla11ger, even thot1gl1 
tl1ey \Vere l1L1nting evicl.e11ce to hat1g 111e.

crossecl. We l1ad not bee11 long i11 0L1r blanlzets 
before s0111e n10L1ntain sl1eep ca111e ancl sta111peded 
tl1e horses,. We discovered 11ext n1or11i11g \vl1at 
a11i111a]s tl1ey \\'ere from tl1eir tracl.::s. Poor Bag­
got vvas too terrified to yell. H e sat L1p on l1is 
l)lan1zets a11d ferve11tly prayed to tl1e 'Ho\vly Sai11t 
Peter a11d tl1e Blessecl H ovvly l\1otl1er' to sa,,e l1im 
fro111 bei11g· scalped alive. \,Vl1e11 I got OL1t to tl1e 
l1 orses I found tl1e 111 IJretty bacll y 111ixed L, p, and 
hacl to ct1 t t!1e ropes ere t l1ey could be straigl1 tened 
ot1t.

We left bedding, provisio11s, and 
vvater at tl1e can1p, ancl a note sayi11g vvl1ere vve had 
gone, and t_l1e11 started on t l1e t,,ven ty-fi,,e 111iles 
retL1r11. It ,;vas 11 igl1t-t i111e ,;v11 e11 \i\!e reacl1ed tl1e 
J)lace, but jt1st 1igl1t enougl1 to see tl1at tl1e ,vater 
,,vas covered ,vitl1 dL1cks, sorne 0f ,vl1icl1 1vve l~illed. 
The fol lowing 111or11i11g I made a }JOt-1)ie wl1ile 
l\1aso11 a11d Baggott slept, a11d tl1e11, wl1e11 t11 ey 
arose, '"''e tl1ree sat aroL1nd it a11d vvere e11joyi11g 
the delicacy ,vl1 e11 vve l1 earcl a l1orse con1ing.

"Tl1e ot11er I11dia11 ,vas l1is son, a lad of s0111e 
t,vel,,e or fot1rtee11 years. After he had l1ad a 
l1 earty re1)ast l1 e IJeg·a11 to tal 1-~, - \i\1l1icl1 of cot1 rse 
,,,e clid not t111derstanc1, - a11d to 111al~e 111arlzs i11 tl1e 
sa11cl, vvl1icl1 latter, co111bi11ed vvitl1 his gestt1res, s0011 
informed t1s tl1at tl1e I-I a vast1 l)ais l1ad fou11d Scott 
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and H L1rd, nearly deacl, a11cl, at t]1eir request l1ad 
guided tl1cn1 baclc to t11e can1 l), vvl1ere tl1ey ear11estly 
reqL1ested t1s to retur11 a11d fetcl1 tl1e1n. As ,vell as 
I ,;yas able I asl{ed abot1t Mcl{inney, - a tl1ircl n1an 
who was lost soine tirne pre,,ious. To my jo.>r, tl1e 
I 11dian exp1ai11e.d tl1at he also was foL1nd, a11d, tl1rL1st­
ing l1is tongt1e ot1t of his 1not1tl1 and rolling his 
eyes, he indjcated t11e fearft1l co11ditio11 of clistress 
in . wl1icl1 the 1)oor felloVI' ,,,as discovered. After 
l1e l1ad rested witl1 tl1e Inclians -fo·r tl1ree days) 
and had been 1nost l1ospitably e11terta111ecl, feasting. 
on tl1eir peacl1es, ,;y]1ich vvere 1·ipe at the ti111e, 
the HavasL1pais had se11t l1i111 baclz by way of the 
Black Ta11l< 'frail to Wi]lia111s i11 tl1e con11)a11y of 
tvvo r)r.ospectors wl10 l1atl been i11 tl1eir canyon. 
This I11dian l1 ad l1elped care for l1i111, and l1ad 11ot 
on]y loa11ed l1i111 a l1orse, bt1t l1ad given 111111 a 
blanket and provisio11s, for v,,l1 icl1 McKir111ey l1ad 
pro1nised l1i1n a good ar111 )' overcoat, wl1ich he Vl'as 
novv 011 11rs vvay to v'!illia111s for. Tl1e docto1~'s 
horse bei ng la111e and lie too sicl< to go bacl{ to tl1e 
ca11yor1, a11d l1is fear of tl1e Indian cor1sideralJly 
redL1ced after l1earing of tl1e treat111ent of McKi11-
ney a11d tl1e otl1ers, l1e clecided to go 011 with l1i111 
to v\7 illia111s, ,iVh ile Baggott a11d I start eel baclz.

Mr~ Bass's interest i11 tl1e Havasu1)ai India11s 011ce 
aroused, it vvas ever after exercisecl - as it still is -
011 tl1eir bel1alf. He bega11 to worlc \vitl1 his acct1s­
to1ned e11ergy and directness to interest tl1e India.n 
depart111en t to establish a scl1ool a11d se11d a tea.cl1er 
a11d fa1·111er to Havast1 Ca11yon to teacl1 tl1e Hava­
su pais good ci tize11sl1 ip and goocl far111i ng. I vvas 
present v,1l1e11, te11 years ago, Agent McCo,van ,,,as 
sent 0L1t as a Special Co1111nissione1· by tl1e clepart­
me11t, 1iot to establ isl1 a scl1ool i11 their o,;vn ca11)ro11, as 
the India11s desired a11d 1\11·. Bass l1ad suggested, bt1t 
to i11duce tl1e Havasupai cl1iefs a11d l1eads of fa111 ilies 
to se11d their children to tl1e. India11 Scl1ool at Fort 
Mohave. Else\~·l1ere I l1ave clescril)ed tl1e "vay tl1is 
offer was received a11d refused. BL1t tl1ough tl1e 
H avasupais rej ected tl1is offer, it vvas Mr. Bass's Izind 
efforts in tl1eir bel1alf tl1at l1acl secured it to the111, 
and l1e it vvas \Vl,o 1)atie11 tl y a11d persistently \i\,01·l(ed 
for ,vhat was t1ltitnately attai11ecl, - a teacl1 er, a 
scl1oolhouse, and a farmer of their o,,·11 . 
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Whe11 l1e first visited tl1en1 tl1eir t111iversal cus­
to1n \\1as to bur11 their dead, destroyi11g at t11e san1e 
ti1ne son1e of tl1e most valuable property and pos­
sessio11s of tl1e deceased. I t vvas Mr. Bass's in­
flt1ence t1po11 T om and tlie otl1er I11dian leaders that 
led to tl1eir cl1ange of tl1is custo111. I l1ave been 
present several ti111es vvl1en T 0111 has lect11red or 
l1ara11guecl l1is fellov,,s 011 the extravaga11t and t1seless 
waste of tl1ei 1· cre·mation ct1ston1s and t1rged tl1en1 
to follo\,, tl1e advice of their \vhite frie11d, Bass, a11d 
l)ur31 tl1 eir dead. Wl1en the H avastt})ais agreed to 
f ollo\v tl1e ,,,11 i te n1a11's CL1stom, tl1e ne\.vs \vas carried 
to tl1e relative vVallapais by th e 111edicine 111en, ,vl10 
were opposecl to tl1e i11no\ratio11. Th ey thougl1t it 
n1ea11t a subversion of tl1eir }JO\\'e r, and a bringi11g 
of their cl)rnasty to a speedy e11d, so they stirred 
t1p tl1e cl1iefs a11d n1edicir1e n1e11 of tl1e vVallapais, 
Y\,}10 paid a visit to tl1ei r cot1si11s of Havasu to 
confer ,vitl1 tl1e111 a11d e11deavor to lead the111 bacl< 
to tl1e ti111e-l1011ored custon1s of tl1eir a11cestors. 
Da11ces and po\v-wo\VS vvere l1eld, and st1cl1 excite-
111e11t reig11ed tl1at eve 11 tl1e v\1l1ite 111 en of tl1e 1ni11i11g 
regio11 11ear a11d i11 I{ i11 g111an l1eard of it, a11d , cl read­
ing lest some attacl< t1pon tl1e vvl1ites ,vas bei11g 
pla11necl, tl1ey se11 t peace 111esse11gers to fincl ot1t 
vv l1at \Vas tl1e 111atter. Tl1ese ,,,ere rett1rnecl vvitl1 
tl1e n1essage to tl1e wl1 ite 111e11 to rr1i11cl their o,v11 
business. Tl1ey ,vere co11siclerj11g 110\v to dispose 
of tl1eir clead, ar1d tl1at \Vas a11 affair tl1at concer11ed 
tl1ernselves alo11e. In spite of dances at1d _ argu-
111e11ts tl1e })rogressi,,e part),, led by T o111, largely 
t)revailed, a11d cre111atio11 received its first great blo\v 
a111011g tl1e H avast11)ai:. l\I r. R. C. BaL1er, of tl1e 
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Indian Service, continued tl1e good worl{ tl1 us begt1n, 
until 11ovv inter111e11t is the rule a11d cre1nation tl1e 
exception.

Tl1e 
Willian1s road, a11d tl1e reg t1lar stage vvh icl1 l1 e ran 
over it, vvere tl1e first set i11 operatio11 to accon11110-
date tourists.

Fron1 tl1e 
lower plateau to the river, l1 e botl1 e11gi11eered and 
constructed it at great expe11se a11cl labor. Tl1e 
trail as a whole, as elsewh ere clescribed, I regard as 
the finest i11 tl1e Ca11yon, and OtJe do\v11 ,vhicl1 111an, 
won1an, or cl1ild n1ay ride al11)ost every foot of tl1e 
\ivay with perfec t safety. 

One would l1ave tl1ougl1t tl1 ese vvere abundant 
labors for any n1an vvl10 had " l1is o,v11 li vi11g to 
r11ake," but Mr. B·ass has bee11 public spirited 
e11011gl1 several times to se t in n1otion natio11al 
legislatio11 for tl1 e be11efit of the Gra11cl Canyon or 
the peop le of Arizo11a. Noticing the serious injury 
to tl1e \ivater supply of tl1e territory- limited at its 
best - caused by tl1e t1nrestricted c t1 tti11g of the 
t imber, l1e personally circt1lated a petitio11 (in ,vhict1 
work I had t11 e ho11or to be alJle so1ne\,vl1at to assist 
him) calling upon tl1e Secretary of tl1e I11terior to 
declare ce rta i11 named IJortions of t11e territory 
t imbe1· reserves. This effort ,vas successft11, a11d 
tl1e San Francisco Forest Reser,,e ,vas dL1ly estab­
lisl1ed. T l1en, \ivl1en tl1 e n1i11ers of the territory 
con1plained tl1at tl1e Forest R eser,,e lav,r IJreclucled 
tl1e possibility of tl1eir contint1ing tl1eir searc11 for 
tl1e p rec ious 1ni11e ral s i11 tl1e Gra11d Ca11yon, he st1c­
c@ssft1lly circulated another petitio11, "''l1icl1 had its 
dt1e effect i11 setti11g in 111otio11 tl1e cl1ange in, or 
addition to, t11e la,,,, ,vl1icl1 11ovv perr11its a111egitimate 
1nining upo11 U 11ited States Gover11men t Forest 
R e.serves.

At sl1ort distances 
ot l1e r avenL1es of eqt1ally mag11ificent proportio11s catne

guides to desert tts our experience migl1t furtl1er resernble 
th at o f tl1e d\vellers ir1 tl1e u11blest abodes,-i11 tl1e diffict1lty 
of gettit1g out. 

'" l-I uts of the rudest co11strt1ction, visible here a11d tl1ere 
in some sheltered 11iche or beneath a projecting rocl,, 
and the sight of a hideoLtS old squa\v staggeri11g u11der 
a bt1ndle of ft1el, sl1ovved that ,ve had penetrated into tl1e 
dori:1estic retreats of tl1e \Vallapais natio11.

h o,v far ,ve l1ad still to travel befo·re reacl1i 11g the g reat ri,rer.

LieL1ter1a11t Davis aftervvards described some of 
tl1e ad ve11 tt1res tl1e })arty experie11ced. Tl1ey l1acl 
diffict1lt)' i11 Jetting tl1e boat clovv11 o,,cr tl1c first 
ra1)icls, a11cl tl1e11, j 11 accorcla11ce ,vi tl1 vv l1at some one

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setts, vvl1ose life l1ad l)een s1Jet1t i11 tl:i e W est, a11d 
,vl10 \i\'ould ]1ave been a cl1aracte·r for Diclzens or 
Bret Harte. He v,,as good co111pa11y, especially over 
the desert country we l1ad to drive. Tl1 e first por­
tion of tl1e jot1rney I ,vent aheacl in a11othe r vvago11 . 

Crossi11g Red I..,al{e, dry at tl1 is season of the 
year, ,,,e came to a slougl1, w•l1icl1 orclit1arily is dry, 
bt1t 110,v was filled up vvitl1 tl1e fi11e dL1st blow11 i11 
.by tl1e never-quiet vv i11cl of tl1is regio11, all n1 oistened 
into a soft a11d yielclirlg mt1d by a s111all strea111 tl1at 
made a cl1a1111el for itself as it sluggisl1ly flovved. 
J 01'111, tl1e driver of tl1e first vvago11, on tl1e front seat 
of \\rl1icl1 I sat with l1i111, "vas bL1sy at tl1e n101ne11t 
we reacl1ed tl1is treacl1erous slough, ex1)ounding 
s01r1e rnit1i11g }Jro1Jle1ns to 111e, a11d, ex1)ecting the 
moist-lool<ing· red n1ud vvas tl1e coarse sa11d gen­
eral ly foL111d, a11cl ,i\,l1ich easily bears Llp a l1eavily 
load•ed ,vago11, l1e reclzlessl y drove on. In a 
n10111ent leaders a11d vvl1eelers \Vere flot111deri11g 
deep i11 tl1e qt1agmire; l1orses vvildly leaping and 
strivi11g to extricate tl1e111sel\1es, tI-1e 111 ules wisely 
resti11g as tl1ey fell, vvaiting L111ti] tl1e slusl1 arot111d 
tl1e111 settled so1nevvl1at.

a wire-loaded lJlacl-c-s11ake, it vvas 11ot 1011g before 
tl1e ,vago11 and its precioL1s freigl1t ,,vere safe 011 
the otl1er sicle. In apologizi11g for l1is \1 igorous 
profa11ity, Jol111 ex1Jlai11ed tl1at 11otl1 i11g but S\,veari11g 
vvould n1ake 111ules pl1ll \;vl1e11 i11 sucl1 a place, a11d, 
said l1e, " vVl1ile I vvas asl1an1ed to use st1cl1 la11-
gl1age i11 )' Our JJrese11ce, notl1ing bl1t tl1e Si111011-
pL1re article does \~itl1 t11ese yere cl1a1Js ." 

Being safe and s.ecure, I felt cor1strai11ed to ex­

arou11d the l1ead of the sloL1g]1, a11cl tl1us a,,oicli11g 
all trou lJle. 

In a fe ,v more n1iles \\re reacl1ed tl1e bar1l<s of 
tl1 e Rio Colorado Cl1iqL1ito. rfl1e 011ly road vvas 
one made by the co1v,,lJoys, a11d of all tl1e Cl1i11ese 
pl1zz1es of a road it ,voL1 lcl oi.1 tvvi t tl1e celestial 
inve11tor of tl1 e n1ost be~rildering razzle-dazzle to 
construct a 11othe1· equal to this. We moved in 
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every directio11 , n,acle act1te angles, oblic1L1e angles, 
a11d described CLtrves of eve ry orcle1-, several times 
retraci11g OLlr steps £01- 1011g clistances tovvards 
Winslow. In des1Jair I 1vvas about to give u1J tl1e 
l1ope of ever reacl1 ing tl1e crossi11g, \ivl1 e11 J ol1n 
11erved me to a fe1vv 111ore 1no1nents' vvaiti11g, vvitl1 
tl1e assL1ra11ce tl1at we we.re « nea rly tl1ere:'' 

We reached a11d crossed tl1e dirty red s t1·eam at 
last, ancl tl1 ere 111ade our first noo11 ca1111). 

In order to test tl1e n1uddy qualities of the 
strea1n, and also to e11joy a svvi1n, if one were 
possible, one of tl1e ge11tle1nen a11d r11 yself deter-

Tl1is \Ve did 
not ]1ave, so scrapi11g vvitl1 stic~zs tl1e fine 111ud off as 
\Vell as 'vve vvere able, \ve d ressecl, a.11cl rejoin ed tl1e 

· party, vvl10 'vvere 110\,v about ready to l)roceed. 
For a long vvay 0L11- roL1te 1ay alongside tl1-e Little 

Colorado River. vVe passecl on tl1e 1vvest sicle of 
Volz,s Crossi11g - wl1ere 011ce I l1ad a party de­
layed for nearly tvvo days, owi 11g to a ter1-feet rise 
i11 the 1~iver during the nigl1t - on to v"\T olf's 
Crossi11g a11d T1·ading Post,. a11d in tt1r11 passed 
B1aclz ar-1d Gra11cl Falls. Black Falls, in reality, is 
but a long stretcl1 of sligl1t cascades, tl1e river-bed 
forrned of ar1d filled witl1 . rough boulders of lava 
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a11d basic rock, so tl1at tl1e 1nt1cldy red vvaters are 
cl1t1rned i11to c1·ea111y foa1n for tl1e distance of nearly 
l1alf a mile, a11d tl1t1s set off in contrast the black of 
the rocks.

Since 
that tin1e it has been tl1e re11dezvous of a 11oted 
band of l1 orse tl1ieves. A .nd surely 110 better place 
\vas ever cl1osen fo r th.e 1Jur1)ose. Tl1e secret place 
describecl in Gil Blas ,¥as at1 01)en l1igh\vay to tl1is 
out-of-tl1e-,,ray and i11accessible s1)ot. Reacl1ed only 
by boat up or do,vn t11e ri,,er, a11d by a precipitot1s 
a11d dat1gerous trail, a vvell-1)ro,,isio11ed, ar111 ed, and 
desperate ba11d could bid defia11ce to t11e ,vhole 
army of tl1e United States and for a decade laugh 
at tl1e idea of capture.

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wa vi11g for assistance, seerned to 1-emember that 
tl1ere vvas a loacled revolver in his pack, and, ,vitl1-
out furtl1.er provocation, fired it off. 

Tl1e rett1r11 f ron1 this. expeditio11 came near being 
fatal to Mr. Bass, for on crossi11g tl1e Pai11ted Desert 
he vvas overcome vvi tl1 tl1e l1eat. At Big H orse 
Ta11lzs I1 e was con1peiled to dis111ot1nt from l1is 
horse a 11cl lie do,iVn, a11d l1ad it 11ot l1ap1)ened tl1at a 
CO\vboy l)assed vvl10 gave hi1n \Vater and attentio11, 
it is 11ot i1nprobable tl1at tl1e 1\/f ystic S1)·ring Trail 
,vould 110\i\T be vv itl1 ot1t its e11tl1usiastic ow11er. As 
it was, he ,ve11t to Sot1tl1er11 California to rect1per­
ate, ancl tt1r11ed over l1is ot1tfit to Bro\vn a11d a11otl1er 
man, tl1at tl1ey 111igl1t c0nti11ue the searcl1 . At 
Cl1rist1nas l1e receivecl a notice fro1n tl1ese t'Aro 
vvortl1ies tl1at " if tl1ey fot111d tl1e 1nine l1e \i\TOL1ld 
h.ave no share in it," tl1us repaying his gt1ida11ce 
a11d tl1e use of his l1orses a11d otl1er ot1tfit. But 
tl1ey failed i11 their searcl1, as otl1ers l1ad done be­
fore~ and tl1e J ol111 D. L ee 1ni11e still a,iVaits a new 
discoverer.

are tree trt1111zs, doL1 l)tless encasecl ,,,l1 e11 gro\vi11g, 
a11d no,;y exposed by later erosio11 of tl, e st1 rround­
ing de1)osit. Scores of caves are fot111d, fL1ll of recl­
dis11, creamy accretions, some as delicate as tl1e

Above Naval10, 
Bridal Veil, and Moo11ey Falls 011e rnay spend hours 
ransacking these repositories of exc1t1 isite ~rorkma11-
sl1i1) " not 1nade \Vi th hands,,: ancl by the sides of 
Bridal Veil and Mooney F alls, i11 places over vvhicl1 
tl1e li111e-cl1arged waters t1sed to flow, especially 
beat1tift1l s1Jeci111ens of tl1ese accretions are to be 
fot111d. J t1st below Bridal Veil Falls is a great 1nass 
of tl1is "co11crete," reacl1ing al1nost tl1e e11tire vvidtl1 
of tl1e canyo11. It is covered by a vvild ta11gle of 
t rees, shrubs, and u 11dergrovvtl1, . yet careft1l study of 
its st1rface cle1no11s trates that it was once the retard­
ing patl1vvay of tl1e creel<, \i\rl1icl1, at son1e i111petu­
ot1s period i11 its l1istory, wl1 e11 1nade swolle11 and 
fierce by flood vvate rs, rasped ancl ct1t a narrovv way 
to tl1e right, tl1rougl1 wl1icl1 it still fiO\iVS.

Tl1ese falls are not in 
tl1e Gra11d Can1·011, a11d tl1e association ,vith the1n 
of tl1e above 11a111e, vvl1ich is syno11y111ous ,vitl1 notl1-
i11g tl1at is "lJeaL1tifL1l, true, l10nest, pure, lovely, and 
of good report," is a desecration a11d a11 i 111perti-
11e11ce tl1at every true soul vvill resent. 

rfl1ere are four rnodes of descent to Bridal Veil 
F~aJ]s, all of ¼1l1ich I l1ave follo,iVed, thougl1 t11e way 
generally talze11 is the patl1 on tl1e Jeft-l1and side of 
HavasllJ)ai Ca11yon and clo,;v11 by tl1e l\!Iiner's Trail.

They are sL1cl1 caves as 
our cl1i1dis l1 i1nagination L1sed to people vvitl1 n1 er-
111aids t1 t1cler tl1e sea, on 1 y all the sea vveeds, ke] p, an cl 
salt water are go11e, and the caves are high a11d clry 
in tJ1e l1 ea rt of tl1is ca11yon. rfl1ere are lace-\;vo rl< 
i11 1nost delicate tints, masses a11d masses of coral, 
a11d festoo11s of stone s1Jonges in all tl1e ca,,es, a11d 
tl1ere are srna11 caves leadi11g frotn large cav·es , and 
caves ,vithin caves, ca\'es belovv caves: ca\res above 
caves, and labyri11tl1 after labyri11tl1 of caves, all fL111 
of tl1ese exqui site a11d delicate speci 111ens of 1 i111e­
ston e accretio11s.

Tl1ere is jt1st enougl1 of 
adventt1re in it to give spice ancl ,,i1n, even for 
ladies; but of cot1rse tl1ey, as ,vell as tl1e sterner 
sex, must dress i11 st1cl1 a 111a1111er as to e11al)le tl1e1n 
to face tl1e rough11ess vvithout fear. The dista11ce 
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is a n1ile, ancl tl1e fi rst p,trt of tl1e tri1J is over the 
pect1liar red lin1esto11e forn1ation already described. 
Tl1ere are acres and acres of it, piled Llp in some 
places t,vo, tl1ree, or foL1r hL111dred feet high. Tree 
tru11ks, brancl1es, leaves, tv\1igs, are still found e111-
bedded i11 tl1e litl1oid st1bsta11ce, and i11 tl1e hidde11 
recesses of tl1e caves rare s1Jecin1ens 1nay be found, 
as delicate in appeara11ce as the fir1est Mexican 
filigree vvork, and yet ready to fall to pieces at tl1e 
sligl1test tot1cl1. Tl1ey are co111posed of tl1e skeleto11s 
of leaves, 1Jla11 ts, ancl flowers, covered vvi tl1 a very 
sligl1t li111e forn1atio11, as if tl1e "troll" of tl1e waterfall 
l1ad l)ut breathed on tl1e111 as tl1ey decayed. 

f'artl1er dowt1, the surface of tl1is for111ation l1as 
so disi11tegrated as to afforcl plentift1l 11ot11·ish1nent 
for plant ancl tree life, a11d tl1ere is an exte11sive 
area coverec1 vvith a ta11gle of cotto11vvoods and 
t1nderbrt1sh. Cli1nbi11g 1.1p the sides of tl1e canyon, 
·v,1l1icl1 beco111e deeper as vve go fartl1er clo\v11, are 
vi11es, clematis, ivy, a11cl other creeping sl1rt1bs, a11d 
011 examining tl1ese I vvas astonished and delighted 
to fi11d, in a score of J)laces, tl1e \i\1ater tricl<:li11g 
dovv11, filterecl of its reclde11i11g st1bstance, and de­
IJOsiti11g its lin1e i11 a millio11 fa11tastic for1ns on 
rocl<s, tree, fer11, 111oss, a11d flo,,,er. Stalactites 
twenty feet lor1g are foL111d, l1iclden in tir1y ca,res, -
lc>ng 11arro,v cracl<s, tl1at j t1st allo\v tl1e 1Jender1t 
lime col L1m11 to l1 ang. By a11cl b1r, if left u11d is­
tt1rbec1, tl1ese colt111111s ,,,ill so ex1Jand as to fill t1p 
the crevices, ancl a li111esto11e· la)rer ,vill be 1nade, 
to lJe furtl1er solidified b)' ti111e, and it1 after years 
to be exposed, 1Jerl1aps, as a11 object lesso11 i11 

geological infiltratio11. This is not tnere t l1eory,

I ts roar fills 
our ears as vve vva ll< v,,itl1 and ,vacle in tl1e strea111, 
ar1cl a t le ng tl1 ,ve stand on tl1e su11111·1it a11d loolc 
dovvn tl1ro t1gl1 tl1e spray a11d 111ist into tl1e g reat 
basin belo,i\r. W e a1·e able l1ere to trace tl1e p atl1 
of tl1is fa ll . Tl1e t1111 l)rella-sl1aped lit l1oid for111ation 
occurs l1 e re as at Naval10 ai1d Briclal V eil Falls,

Tl1is 11a1ne vvas 
co11ferrecl Lll)011 it in 111e1nory of J a111es Moo11e3r, a 
n1i11i11 g prospecto1-, \Vl10 lost l1is life 11ere i11 tl1e 
year r 880. 1\1ooney ,,vas a sailor, ,,,110, ,veary of his 
sea-faring life, settlecl at Prescott, Arizor1a, a11d 
beca111e a 111i11er. Lear11i11g of tl1e Gra11d Canyo11 
a11cl its trilJL1taries fro111 co,vlJoys a11d otl1ers wl10

he la11decl, bt1t in vain . Tl1en one of tl1em, seizing 
the ro1)e,. pt1lled ll po11 it, and as it i111111ediatel y 
yielded, founcl tl1ere \vas no one t1po11 it; co11se­
qt1e11tly Mooney n1t1st l1ave reacl1ed tl1e botto111. 
Bt1t still l1e gave 110 signal. '"fl1ey sl1outed a11cl 
shouted, bt1t 110 ansvver "''as reti..1rned. At last, 
tl1oroL1ghl y alarn1ecl, and fearing tl1at their comrade 
l1ad 111et witl·1 an accide11t, tl1ey sougl1t a place fro111 
vvl1ich they could see vvhere the rope l1 t1ng. To 
tl1eir 11orror tl1ey found tl1at it did not reacl1 to the 
botto1n of tl1e precipice, a11d saw tl1at 1VI0011ey, 
relying L1pon its reacl1ing tl1e bottom, had drop1)ed 
unl~11o vvingly an(i unconscious} y to l1is deatl1. He 
rr1t1st have lJee 11 so st1rprised vvhe11 l1e ca111e to the 
end of rope as to be incapable of giving a11y alar1n, 
01·, if l1e did so, its sound was lost in tl1e roar of t11e 
falling ,vater.

Others starti11g fro111 tl1e 
H avast1pai village clai111 tl1at tl1ey l-1ave stood vvl1ere 
the J)t1re blL1e \vaters of HavasL1 Creel{ mi11gle ,vitl1 
tl1e dirty red of tl1e Coloraclo, but 111y efforts l1ave 
not bee11 crovv11ecl vvith st1ccess.

Tl1is can)'011 at 
its jur1ctio11 vvi tl1 tl1e Havast1 is as 111ajestic, gra11d, 
and a1v,,e-inspiring as tl1e n1ain ca11yon, bl1t it 
rapidly 11arrovvs, going tovvards its l1ead, l111 til t l1ere 
are places ,vl1ere tl1e sun seldo111, if ever, reacl1es 
the botto111 , - a ca11yon of perpetL1al gloom. --ro 
the l1ead of tl1is vve rode, so111e tl1ree or four n1iles 
fro111 the poi11t of its ju11ctio11.

possible. It \vas hard worl< to s"vin1, s0111eti1nes 
on tl-1e surface, bt1t ofte11e1· t111der tl1e ,vater, ,;vith 
heavy rocks i11 0L1r l1a11ds, and it ,vas frig l1tfully 
slo,v 1vvorl< buildi11g t11) a pile l1igl1 e11ough to be of 
a11y service.

Tl1 e11 risi11g to tl1e stirface 
for air, we vVOLtlcl float a 1no1ne11 t or t wo, regain 
breatl1, st re11gtl1, ai1cl courage, dive do,v11, seize tl1e 
rock, ~1.11d vvitl1 a desperate forvvard clive seek to put 
it i11 J)lace. 

"At last I c1ee1ned tl1e })ile l1igl1 e11ough. We 
sat do\vn a11d rested, a11d stt1clj ed ot1t a plan of 
action. vVa-1 L1-tl1a-111a \vas to go firs t, get 011 tl1e 
pile, and obtai11 as good a l1ar1cl a11cl foot ]1old as l1e 
cot1ld. I \Vas to follo,v, a11d, pla11ting 111),self firrnly

We vvere tired out vvhe11 vve arrived late tl1at 
after11oon at Wa-lt1-tl1a-111a;s l1a-,va, vv11 ich ,ve l1ad 
left i11 tl1e 111or11i11g.

S in1ulta11eot1s v,1itl1 tl1e de~)osition of tl1e sedi111e11-
tary strata i11 tl1e ocea11 1,eds \vl1ich after\vards 
.becan1e the plateat1x of tl)e Grand Canyo11 regio11, 
t11e uplift a11d sul)sicle11ce conseqt1e11t t1pon tl1e 
cooling a11cl co11tractit1g of tl1e eartl1's surface ,,·ere 
goi11g on. For it 1nust be re111en1l)erecl tl1at i11 
those early days of tl1e earth's l1istory its crL1st vvas 
i11 a far n1ore l1 eated, and tl1erefore plastic co11dition, 
tl1an it is novv. So tl1at wl1e11 -<,1ast sedin1e11tary 
deposits ,;vere rapidly 1nade in any give11 area, tl1e 
yieldi r1g eartl1 subsided, a11d tl1 LlS afforcled roo111 for 
rnore a11cl l1igher deposits. 

These processes of depositio11 at)d sL1bside11ce 
co11ti11ued t111til, for some reaso11 or otl1er, a ne,v 
e ra set i11. The c.1e1)ositio11s ceased, the st1bside11ce 
\vas reversed, atid t11Jlift bega11. And ere long 
(geological!)' s1Jeaki11g) tl-1e n1atter tl1at l1ad bee11 
deposited under \.Vater as sa11cl, silt, and vvl1at 11ot, 
110\v appeared alJove tl1e face of tl1e v\raters as solid 
roclz; that latest deposited ap1Jearing first.

H ere, ,vith a tl1icl<11ess of 
a1)0L1t five l1undred feet, strata are fot111d, jn a tz'lted 
concli ti 011, LI f)On vvl1icl1 are horz'.zontally cle1Josi ted 
tl1e several tl1ot1sa11d fee t of tl1e carbo11iferot1s era.

S L1 P})OSe tl1 e wl1ole cot1 n try vvere forced up from 
u11cler11eatl1 in a do1ne-shaped 111ass, and tl1at over 
tl1e area of greatest elevation tl1e raspi11g forces of 
11att1re began to g11avv a\\ray tl1e rocks, whicl1 vvere 
grou11d i11to 111i11t1te }Jarticles a11d carried a,vay as 
sedi111e11 t i11 a ri \rer tl1at l1ad a great clescent, ancl 
t l1erefore great tra11s1Jorti11g povver; it ,vot1ld not 
be long (s1Jeaki11g geologically) before that eleve11 
tl1ousa11d feet of strata ,vot1lcl disap1)ear.

Dutto11 clai111s that tl1is great denudatio11 too l< 
IJ1ace in T ertiary ti1nes. H ere existed a great 
Eocene lal<:e, ,,vl1ich received tl1e sedi111en t-lade11 
vvaters of the ri\rers above. Slo,~,l)r tl1e co11tinen t at 
tl1 is regio11 began to lJe u l)lif tecl. Tl1e vvaters of tl1e 
laI.~e ,vere poLtrcd ot1t i11to a cl1annel tl1ey rapidly 
carved fo r then1sel vcs. As tl1e tl}Jlif t con ti11 tied, tl1e 
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ct1tti11g down acco111panied it vvith eqL1al speed. 
1'11e river, laden vvitl1 rock debris, was tl1e savv, - to 
use Major Po\1:.rell's apt illL1stratio11, - a11d the for­
n1atio11 of tl1e t1prisi11g eartl1 's cru.st vvas tl1e log, a11d 
as fast as tl1e uplifting fo rces supplied tl1e log tl1e 
saw c L1t tl1rot1gl1 it. And these processes co11tinued, 
u11 til not 0111 y tl1e eleve11 tl1ousand feet of Eocene 
a11d Mesozoic strata were wasl1ed throitgh, bt1t the 
sa \V rasped i11 to tl1e Carbo11iferous, n1ade sl1ar1}er 
a11d l{_ee11er by tl1e destrt1ctio11 and removal of tl1e 
beds of Eocene and Mesozoic vvhicl1 h ad once cov­
ered tl1e Carboniferous. 

A11cl 11ad tl1e t1plift 11ot ceasecl, tl1e sawing pro­
cesses vvould l1a ve c011tint1ed u 11 til , n1any tl1ousand 
more feet, perl1aps, of the 1-\rcl1cean and Plt1ton ic 
roclrs l1ad been exposed, a11d some of earth's most 
esoteric tra11sactions revealed. 

A11d this is tl1e tl1eory Ne\\rberry, Po,i\rell, and 
Dt1tto11 present to us as tl1e 011ly rational explana­
tio11 of tl1e existence of the variot1s canyons of tl1e 
Colo1·ado Rive r. It is acce1)ted al n1ost vvi tl1ot1 t 
question by all the great geologists of tl1e world, 
and b)' tl1e111 is believed to be tl1e only theory 
tl1at satisfactorily accoL111ts for all the existi11g 
co 11di tio11s. 

BL1t cluri11g a ll tl1e.se ceons o·f t1plift a11d subsi­
dence, erosion ar1cl corrasion, were there no greater 
forces at \,Vork ? A re tl1ere 110 evidences of earth­
q t1akes, active volca11oes, and tl1e like, to n1ore satis­
factori] y accoL1nt for tl1is stL1pendot1s phe110111e11on? 
Tl1ese are qt1estions 1}erpetually asl<ed by tl1ose of 
less geological k110,vleclge. 

Co1111}lex qt1estio11s, incleed, yet tl1e geologists are 
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al111ost a unit in ans,veri11g the 111. Eartl1qL1al{es, vol­
ca11oes, faultings, flexuri11gs? Yes, i11 great q 1.1antity, 
bL1t as si1,bsz'dz·a1y, not pr-Z:1nary, forces in t l1 e produc­
tion of tl1e Ca11 )'On . 

. /\.cross tl1e G·rand Ca11yo11 ancl Plateat1 regions 
o,,er fiftee11 fat1lts of stt11)e 11dot1s mag11itude are 
foL1 11d to exist. So111e of these are l1uncl reds or 
111il·es in exte11t, and tl1e dis1Jlacen1e11ts vary fro111 a 
fevv l1 L111cl reels to u pvvards of seven tl1ousa11d feet. 
I1nagi11e tl1e process. A g reat country, o.f tl1ou­
sa11ds of sc1 t1are 111i \es of area, spl it i11 l1alf, 011e 
portio11 re1nai11i11g 011 tl1e level, ancl tl1e other slov,rly 
bL1t surely risi11g seven tl101..1sa11d feet above its 
origi11al level, or s1..1l)sidi11g to that exte11 t.

Tl1ey co11 te11d, a11d not vvi tl1ou t s0111e sl1 ovv of rea­
s011, t\1at tl1ese 111,i1,st have l1ad so111e important 
i11flt1e11ce in tl1e creatio11 a11d prese11t a1)peara11ce of 
tl1e great Colorado \Vater\vay. U 11dot1btedly tl1ey 
have l1elped sl1a1Je its ulterior forJ11, but in a s111all 
a11cl i11sig11ificant 1na1111er as co111pared witl1 tl1e 
g re:1-t la \\r of si 111 ul taneous lll)lift of tl1e region and 
CL1tti11g do,\r11 of tl1e river1s cl1a11nel before outlined .

I l1a,1e alreacly clcscribed, i11 tl1e cl1apter 011 tl1e 
Mystic S1)ri11g Trail, tl1e Wl1eelcr Fold i11 Trail Can-
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yo11. This is 011e of tl1e eartl1's flexurings ,vl1ile the 
processes of uplift and subsidence and crust crt1n1p­
ling vvere going on. But I thinl{ it is evident tl1at 
this took place in pre-carboniferous ti1nes, and 
tl1erefore cot1ld not have had any influence i11 
determit1ing the course of a waterway that vvas 
made tl1rot1gl1 strata de1Josited at a 1nucl1 later era, 
at1d vvl1ich, as an i1nperviot1s sheet, covered this and 
scores of sin1ilar folcls a11 d vvrinl<:les tl1rougl1out 
the regio11. The U i11Jcaret lviou11tai11s, wl1ich are 
clearl)r see11 fro111 the l1ead of th e Mystic Spri11g 
Trail, are pt1tely volcanic, a11d tl1eir fiery floods of 
lava have JJourecl in bL1rning strea1ns over tl1e very 
edge of tl1e Canyon's precipices, thus demonst1·ating 
an activity long after tl1e Ca11 yo11 vvas f or111ed. 

I t is not i111p1·obable tl1at the Sa11 F1·a11cisco 
Mountai11s - \¥hicl1 are al] volcanic - vvere 011ce 
an area of great cle1Jression in tl1 e plateau region 
tvhose de11t1clatio11 I have attempted to describe, and 
tl1at, prior to tl1at vvholesale dent1dation, a cl1imney 
or rent i11 tl1e eartl1's crust· 11acl afforded a vent for 
boiling lava fro111 t11e molten 1nass beneatl1 . Tl1is 
lava for111.ed a crust over tl1e area of depressior1, so 
tl1at wl1e11, subseqt1e11tly, tl1e regio11 rot111d about vvas 
eroded, tl1is Java crust acted as a protec ting cap a11d 
saved tl1e region fro1n falling a prey to the other­
wise irresistible fo rces. 1'11us, as tl1e degradation 
co11 ti11 ued, the erevvhile depressio11 beca1ne a pron1-
inence, and ultin1ately a mountai11. 

T l1ere are many otl1er evide11ces of faultings, flex­
t1rings, a11d upl1 eaval to be observed i11 tl1e cat1)10n 
region, and in tl1e Bibliography published at the end

adoring worsl1ip. And tl1 ere vvas a vvors l1ip - of 
its kind.

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Ll})On Mr. Eddy that l1e said: " Tl1is forms an epoch 
i11 rny life.

011e 111an, an avovved ag11ostic, as l1e stood a11d 
gazed lll)o11 tl1e vast am1)hitheatre of sixt)r-five miles' 
sweep whicl1 is ope11ed up to tl1e gaze at Havast1pai 
Point, turned to n1e and said: (( vVI1at a place! 
Here is s l11·el y wl1ere tl1e Al r11ighty will hold tl1e 
J uclgme11t Day!" 

What a 1011g history th is Canyo11 l1as had in th·e 
mal<:ing of it! Look back a l1 t111dred years, when 
\i\Tashi11gto11 and Jefferso11 a11d their compeers were 
figl1ti11g for A111erican f reedo111, and this Ca11yon 
\i\' c:lS hoary witl1 a11tiquity. I t see1ns a 1011g ti111e 
ago since Cro1n vvell battled to ove1·tt1r11 the doctrine 
of the d ivine rigl1t of l<ings, )'et tl1e Grand Canyon 
l1as scarcely added a day to its history si11ce tl1e 
t1nl1appy Cl1arles the First was bel1 eaded. The 
davv11 of A111erica11 l1istory begi11s with Columbus, 
yet fro111 tl1e ti me of Col L1n1 bus until no,v, scarcely 
a cl1a11ge of any i1n 1)orta11ce in tl1is great water,vay 
could be discerned by tl1e 111ost ca1·ef t11 observer. 
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History has begt1n to grow dim ,,rl1e11 you ]ool( 
l)ack to the time wl1en Willian1 tl1e Co11c1ueror, 
with l1is vvarlil{e N orn1ans, slevv tl1e Saxon Harold 
at Battle Abbey, yet tl1is great and mighty 1·iver 
was tl1e11 flowing as it is nO\V. Tl1e tvviligl1t has 
become darkness \vl1 en we gaze u1)on tl1e P1,rarnids 
of Egypt, yet God l1ad scul1)tured tl1e n1any a11d 
wonclrous arc11itectural fo.rrns of this Gra11d Ca11yo11 
centuries before Cl1eops was born, or tl1e cly11asty 
of tl1e Sl1epherd Ki11gs l1ad gone.

I ts ,,ast11ess, its great precipices a11d wide 
distances, all covered and filled vvitl1 a peculiar 
purple or violet l1aze,_ re11dered it sit1gularly u11-
acco1nmodati11g to tl1e pl1otogra1)l1er's a rt. I 11 tl1e 
Yosemite a11d si111ilar valleys t l1e objects are so 
near, co1npared vvitl1 tl1ose of tl1e Gra11d Canyo11, 
that photograpl1y \\1as e11abl'ed to accon1plish for 
t11e former wl1at for years it could not acl1ieve fo r 
the latter. 

BL1t as in all diffict1lties capable of scientific so­
l LI tic,n, persiste11ce, s 1<.ill, and science a t lengtl1 have 
overcome tl1e ol)stacles to excelle11t picture-1naking 
to a great exte11t, arid now good pl1otogra1)l1s of tl1e 
Grand Canyon n1ay be obtaine-d. A11d i11 tl1e fore­
fro11t of tl1ose \,Vl10 have studioL1sly worl<ed £01· a 
solution of tl1 e n1any problems involved is t1r. 
Frederic Ha1ne1· Maude, of L os Ang·eles, \,Vho for 
several years has visited tl1e Ca11yon, mal<ing l1u11-
drecls _of negatives, a11d lea rni11g fror11 his failures 
tl1e secrets of SL1ccess. The resL1lt is an excelle11t 
selectio11 of n1ost artistic a11d des irable st1bjects. 
Fron1 tl1e Red Canyo11 'I'rail to tl1e Topocobya 
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Trail into Havasu Canyon he has seized upon 
almost every available poi11t to sect1re grand and 
comprel1e11sive vievvs of the Eastern, Surprise, ar1d 
Western Outlooks. From the interior plateal1x he 
has n1ade photograpl1s of mural 1nasses crow11ed 
witl1 fleecy clouds tl1at are triu1nphs. l-Ie has n1ost 
SL1ccessfully caught tl1e varying n1oods of t11is 1nost 
rt1oody of A 111erican rivers, and its rapids, vvhir1 pools, 
and smooth stretcl1es have all pictt1red tl1emselves 
t1 pon his sensitive films. In l1is stuclies of the 
Havast1pai Indians, tl1e vvaterfalls, lirnestone ca,res, 
and general enviro11me11ts of tl1eir vvo11drous ca11yon 
l1ome he l1as bee11 no less successfl1l, a11d this book 
owes 1na11y of its illL1strations to l1is skilful e11-
deavors. 

A11other pl1otogra1)l1er \vho has met ,vitl1 ad111i­
rable success is Mr. A. F. Messinger, of Pl1oe11ix, 
Arizona. He l1as spe11t considerable ti111e and 
energy at Bass Ca111p; Havasupai Point, a11d 11-as

PRACTICAL HINTS TO TOURISTS 

The Best Time to Visit the Canyon. , r isi tors should bear in 1nind 
that the Grancl Ca11yo11 is an a,ll-the-year-round resort. Unlike the 
Yello\vstone and n1any other far west sce11ic playgrounds, one may 
visi t it v,ith comfort any time of the year. While certai n periods 
are more favorable than others for outdoor life, each season has its 
distinctive joys. 

As a rule, this part of Arizona is a true Ian.cl of sunshine. Sunny 
days are largely i11 eviclence. 

As a rule, the a ir is dry. Eve11 the rains don't soak it through. 
As a rule, except On the edge of the ri1n, tl1e \Vind velocity is under 

the average. 
As a rule, one may ride, ,valk, or loaf outdooes, without fear of over­

exertion. T he air is like ,vine ; it l)uilds one anevr. 
Yet the \Veather is not perfect. You n1 ay strike a sn1all sandstorm 

in mi.dsum1uer, you 1nay hit a blizzarcl in n1id,vinter, a torrential 
shower n1ay drench you in Ju ly OT August, a fervent sun n1ay undu ly 
ta11 you, but these deviatio11s fron1 Paradise co1ne only occasio11ally; 
they are the l)i.tter that 111akes the S\-veet n1ore s".reet . 

I can safely prornise you, nine t imes out of ten, pleasanter weather 
than you ,vould find if at home. Ancl that is the best test . 

The Best Mo11tl1s. In n1y varied experience at the Canyon, I have 
found the n1onths oi September, October, and Nove n1ber 1nost agree­
able in spite of an occasional hot clay in September. January and 
:i\.farch are often })erfect mo11ths, ancl while there n1ay be a little (or 
n1uch) snow 011 the ri111, I regarcl the ,v inter as the n1ost delightful ti1ne 
fo r trips i11,to the Canyon. The snow 1T1ay n1ake the trail slippery and 
disagreeable for the fi rst 1nile or so, then one reaches the dry and 
snovvless region \-vbe re, practi cally, snow never fall s, yet ,vhere the 
heat fro1n radiating rock-walls is ten1 pere.cl and subdued by tl1e coolness 
fron1 the sno,-v above. May, also, is a good 1nonth for visitors, with 
n1ore possibili ties of agreeable days tha11 February or A_pril, thougl1 
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the warm days begin to come on apace soon after the midd.le of the 
1nonth. 

Wi11ter M .onths. From late in Nove1nber to the ·end of April, 
sno\V n1ay be expected at any tirne on the riin, though many of the 
n1ost delightful days of the year occur in these n1onths. Snov, usually 
does not fall until after Christn1as. S0111e years the ,~1inter is al111ost 
sno .. vless ; other years there is enough .sno'vv to 111ake fine sleighing. 
June and July are the warm st1mmer rnonths, ,vitli August hot; but 
the heat is likely to be te1npered by tl1e rain. f' rom the middle of 
July to about the encl of October, rains rnay be looked for at any ti,ne, 
ancl the clays after the rains are generally cool, delici0us, and altog:ether 
clesirab!e. Nov; and again , before ancl after a rain, the air ,vill becon1e 
moist and st1ltry, son1e .. vhat as it is in the East, but this condition is , 

so rare as to cause surprise. Generally the air is dry, and the su11 
shines \Varmly, so that "catching colcl" is infrequent. 

What to Bring. If much tran1ping is to be done, stout, thicl< 
shoes should be provided. Laclies will find that short • .. valki.ng skirts 
are a convenience; divided sl<irts are preferable, l,ut not essential, for 
the horsebacl< journey clo,vn the zigzag trail. In ,vi11ter, travelling 
caps and vvarm gloves are us.eful toilet adjuncts. Otherwise, erdinary 
clothin_g ,vill suffice. A strong field-glass n1aterially assists in getting 
a satisfactory vie,v of the fa rthest cliffs. A ca1nera of ordinary sizt 
should be brottght along, although it can only record little details of 
the Canyon-· one shoulcl not expect s,ltisfact0rily to photograph the 
entire IJanoran1a. 

Those 'lvbo are doing any clin1_bing will do ,vell to JJrovicle themselves 
\vith a fe\v Bent>s crackers, the hard, solid ones that tak:e up but little 
room and need a good deal of masticating . Even more useful is a 
sniaJl flask of Horlick's Malted Milk. Tablets. These tablets are a 
,vonderful help son1etimes. One can be IJlaced in the mouth and 
allowed slowly to dissolve, and it ,vill relieve both thirst and hunger. 
They are far better tha11 alco11olic $tin1u1ants, and tide one over "hard 
places,, .. vithout any subseque11t evil results. Fron, personal experi­
ence I can reco1nmend the1n highly. A li.ttle vaseline or cold crean1 
and other en1ollien1s are good for sunburn and chafing after riding. 

HOvV TO SPEND YOUR TIME AT THE CANYON 

I cannot too strongly deprecate the idea that some travellers hold , 
namely, that they can see all they wish to see of the Grand Canyon 
in t'vvo or three da)rS. Never was th ere a greater n1istake. A ,veek 
is the very shortest time that one should allow l1ims_elf, a11d a 111011th 
is far better. 

I£, }1owever, circuinstances should render it irnperative that the 
visitor can spend but one day, there are three trips for l1is cl1oice, an)' 
one of \Vhich sboulcl occuJ)Y one clay. 

First Ti:ip - Down Bright Angel T rail. As a rule those ,vho ta.ke 
this ride down the t r.ail, after arrivjng on the n1orning train, do n0t go as 
far down as tbe river. They visit the I11dian Garden, and are tl1en 
tal<en out to a pro1ninent point of Angel Plateau, and there ol)tain a 
fine view of the river. From the scenic standpoint, this is n1ucb to be 
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preferred to going do,ivn to the river itself, especially ,vhen ti1ne is 
lin1ited. The t ra il to the ri ver is do wn a s ide gorge, \vh ere one's v iew 
is n1a teria lly obstructed, and ,vh ile there is great satisfactio n in s tand­
ing in1mediately before the r iver itself, and see ing it roll alon,g betvveen 
the g loon1y walls of the Inner Gorge, one does not s ee as n1uch of it, 
or in so striking a setting, as fro111 the plateau, one thousand three 
hundred and tvventy feet above. 

If one is detern1ined to g o to the river, ho\vever, it \vill be necessary 
fo r him to arrange for a special guide, and push along do,vn the trail 
,vith vi_gor , for the regular trail party leaves for the river at 8.30 A . M., 
,vhile the train does not arrive at El To71ar until about nine o·clock , 
and one n1ay \vish to take breakfast before starting. Hen c-e, th e 
st:1 rt is seldom acco n1plish ed until af ter ten o'clock, t,vo hours beyond 
the allot tecl tin1e. 

Seco11d Trip - T o H opi a11d Y av apai P oi11ts. To the less 
strenuous visitor 1vvlio vvishes to see a ll he ca11 in one day, without th e 
f.tti,2;ue of the trail trip, t \:VO courses are 01)en. Q 11e is to take t he tv.,o 
short drives ( 1) ou t to Yavapai Point, \Vhich g ives the panora1na 
vie,vs to the east, and (2) to Hopi Poi11t, ,vbicb g ives a corresponding 
vievv to the \\1est, o r take the d ri ve to Grand Vie\v Point. rfhough 
Yavapai Point is but three n1iles away, the drive and the ti1ne for 
sightseeing ocr::u py about t\vo hours. The outlook of the Canyon 
fron1 \'a,·a1)ai P o int is comprehens ive and ,vo nderflll, and when co 111-
bined with the ·vie\V fron1 El T ovar Point a nd H opi P oint g ives the 
one-day visitor a l)leasing variety \.vhich h e can never forge t. El T ovar 
Point is a c1uarter of a 1nile west fro1n Yavapai Po.int, and is so 11amed 
because it is the end of the right arn1 of the amphitheatre in \>Vhich 
El To1 1a1' is located, and also because it affords a fine vie\v of the 
hotel itself. It used to be called Gra1rdeur Point. I ts e leva tio11 is 
seven thousand feet. 

Hopi Point is in the opposite di rection f ro1n Yavapai Point, so the 
visitor can arrange to return to the hotel for lunch, and t hen d r ive to 
I:-1opi J)oint aft e r ,vards. rfhe round trip is abo ut six 1niles, also taking 
in i\1a1ico1)a. Point, ancl occupies from an hour and a h alf to t"-10 h611rs. 
Those \Vho go 1n private conveyances ge11erally stay lo11ger, a nd 1nake . 
a three-hour trip of it. 

Leaving E~l Tova1', the road turns south,vest for a short distance, 
aud the n enters the forest to the north. It is a restful drive over a 
\.Vell -rnade road. 

vVbile the clistance that separa tes H opi Point and Ya,,apai Point 
seen1s to be very sn1all, the d iffe rence in the scenery of the Canyon is 
something re1narkable, and no visitor shoulcl leave \:vithout getting 
these t,vo di verse vie1vvs. 

Third Trip - T o Gra11d V iew. This is a r.ouncl trip of t,venty­
ei,gh t n1iles over a fairly ,good road, anrl ,vith a goocl team, allovvi11g for 
J)lenty of sightseeing at <_;rand Vie,v, one may so arrange that he can 
SJ)end a short ti 1Y1e a t Yavapai Point on the ,Yay out, and by a little 
J)lanning, arrange to see the sunset at 1-Iopi P oint on h1s return, before 
leaving on tl1e evening tra in. The outlook f ron1 Grand V iew is f ully 
clescril>ed on pages 87 et seq. 

One thing shoulcl be noted al1out these ri111 or trail tri1)s . They are 
a ll planned so as to afford an1ple ti1ne for n1eals before and after 
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making then1, and also to inst1te the catching of trai ns. The F red 
H arvey system runs in harn1011y with the Santa Fe Rail,,vay systen,, 
so that no n1atter ho,v nervous the visitor, lie may rest perfectly con­
tented tl1at whe11 he goes off on any of these tri1)s he 'vvill al,vays be 
back '' on tin1e,'' both for n1 e;,]s and trains. 

S uggestions for Two D ays . Suppose the visitor to the Canyon 
arrives in the n1orni ng on an early train and n1ust leave the next night; 
ho,v ca11 he best fill in his t in1e? 

He should take e ither the trip to Grand View, or the t,vo short 
dr ives, viz., to 1:-lopi and Yavapai J)oints. Either the Grand Vie•,.., 
t ri1) or the:-e t,vo trips 'vvill co1nfor tably fil l Ul) the first day. l'he 
~ec~nd day be_ s_bould des1::encl_ the 13ri_ght An~el l ~ra il. I cl_o not deen1 
1t wise for a v1s1tor to spe nd h1s first day (,;yh1ch, after all, 1s only part 
.of a day) on the trail trip, but, if he intends to dei!scend, he should give 
the whole of his seconcl day to it. If the 8.30 start is made, he can go 
to the river and back in tiine fo r dinner, and have ample titne before 
the departure of tbe evening train. If, hov.rever, he should not care to 
make the trcl.il trip, the11 one clay can be spent in going to Grand \/ ievv, 
and the other to the t,vo points, l-Io1)i and Yava1)ai. 

Sugges tions for Three D ays . lf the visitor has three days at his 
disposal, let him s1)end tbe first day in going out to Hopi and Yavapai 
Points. This gives hin1 a general outlook over the Canyon fron1 these 
near-by salient J)Oints on t]1e rin1. The second day, with these rin1 
views in n1ind, he clescencls tbe trail to tl1e river, an(l thus adds knovvl­
edge of the interior sce11ic effeets to those alre·ady receivecl 011 the ri rn. 
The tl1ird day be can drive out to (;rand View, enjoy the eastern end 
of the Canyon, a11d return to El T o11a,· ready to leave after dinner on 
the evening train, and able to assert with truth fulness that he has 
gained a reasonably co1111)rehensiv€ vi evv of the Grand Canyon. 

Suggest ions for F our o r F ive D ays . If the visitor can SJ)end 
four or five days: he shoulcl take the trips already described, and ·then 
plan in addition to go d0,vn the Boucher Trail. This is a ne,.., trail 
built since the body of this book ,vas ,vritten. I t is reached by a te11 
n1inutes' drive from El Tovar by way of R o.ve's Well, over a some­
vvhat rough road through the Coconino Forest. At the head of th e 
trail the harness is ren1o ved from the horses, saddles substituted, and 
tl1e descent of the trail begun. In a little over a n~ile Drip1)ing S1)ring 
is reached, a n1ost picturesque feature o'f this trail. Picture a g reat 
overhanging .vall at tbe yery botton1 of the cross-bedded sandstone, 
from twelve to fifty and 1nore feet high, the recess being perhaps thirty 
or forty feet back . From the rocks above, with a drop of abot1t fifteei1 
feet, seeping through a green cluster of n1aidenhair ferns, the pure 
,vater of the spring drips into a stone trough placed to receive it. 
Day and night, winter and sun,mer , fair ,veather or foul, it seldo1n 
varies its quicl<, tinkling, n1erry drip , drip into the receptacle below. 
Belo,v the trough a natural cavity in the rocks receives the overflo\v, 
and here, within the pool, and on its edges, aquatic and other plants 
grow in profusion, ,vhile son1e recently acquired goldfish s,vin1 to and 
f ro a1nong beds of n1oss and floating lilies. 

The continuation of the trail is through Her1nit Basin and uncler 
Columbus Point to tl1e lo,ver trail which zigzags to a11d fro under 
Yuma Point and finally reaches Boucher Creek and the river. 1'his 
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trail reveals tnany points of difference fron1 Bright Angel 'frail, and 
,vell repays the ride. 

Camping Trips. By far the best w ay, however, to enjO)' the Canyon 
region is to arrange ,-vith the rnanagement of EL Tova1' fo r one or 
n1ore ca ,nping trips. One can cross the Coconino Plateau eastward 
to the Little Colorado and t11ence over the Painted Desert to the 
~J avaho reservation and Hopi Indian vi II ages . If this trip is arranged 
at the proper ti1ne, one may see that thrilling and fascinating ceren1onial 
of tbe Hopis k no\.vn as the "Snake Dance"; 1 and a visit to the unique 
towns of the Hopis, perched high upon their rugged 1nesas, several 
hundred feet above the Paintecl Desert, is a n ex1)erience as foreigr.1 to 
the conception of the ordinary Eastern 1n1nd as is a trip up the Nile or 
into the l1eart of "Darkest Africa.1> ,i\nother trip is to cross the 
G rancl Canyon by ,;vay of 13ass Trail and Cable Crossing over I(aibab 
.Plateau to Poi nt Sublime. 

Still another excellent can'.)ping trip \\1ill tak.e one to the ho1nes, 
eanyon, and waterfalls of the H avasupai Indians, as described in 
Chapters XXVI, XXV III XX\TIII, and XXIX. 

Still another carnping trip which an increasing number of people 
are taki ng is to go dow·n c; rand View Trail, crossing the old Hance 
1'rail, to the foot of Red Canyon Trail, re-ascending to the rin1 by 
\.vay of this interesting trail, study,ing the non-confor1nable rocks of the 
rarely seen Algonkian strata, and then to El Tovar by trail along 
the rim. 

Still another trip \.vhich is full of a str,1nge, \.Vild fasc ination is to 
cross the Canyon to the .North Rini by w ay of Bass 'frail, and then 
visit the Mormon to\vns of Southern Utah, taking in the extinct 
volcanoes of tbe Uinkaret Range. Or one cari visit the i\lJ orn1on 
settlen1ents and there o\) taio a gu ide who will take lii1n to the seldo1n­
visitecl Can:yon of the Rio \'irgen, \vhose tem1)les, towers, and wal ls 
are a close rival to tl1ose of the G rand Canyon. 

These are t11erely suggestio11s, and they are ca1)al)le of much expa11-
sion, so that one can visit the Canyon aga1n and again, year after year, 
and stay a n1onth or n1ore each tin1e, and yet indulge hin1self in a new 
tri1) on every visit. 

THE HOPI HOUSE 

To _give to the visitors at the Grand Canyon an intelligent conception 
of the 1nany features of the life of the prin1itive inhabitants of this 
fascinating region, Fred Harvey has built vvithin a stone's thro,v of 
El To-i/ar, an exact reprorluction of a Hopi I-louse. Tl1e original is in 
tl1e village of Ora ibi . It is three stories high anti colltains many 
roon1s. It is built of the chips of sanclstone and other rock, in accord­
ance with H OJ)i custom, rudely and irregularly laid in n1ortar. It is of the 
terracccl style of architecture, each story receding fron1 the one belo,v 
it, so that the "second-s tory front" finds a ready courtyard on the 
roof of the '' first-story fro11t," ancl the "third-story front" on that of 
the "second-story fror1t." Houses of this type ,vere originally built 
by the Pueblo Indians, to act as fortresses, consequently there ,vas 
neither door nor window i11 the first story. 'fhe only n1eans of ing·ress

\vas up a iadder and throug11 a hatchway in tl1e roof. All Pueblo houses 
are built by the women, ,,vho control everytl1ing brought into the1n 
except the hunting and dance parapl1ernalia of the 1nei1. 

Tl1e Hopi House at the Grand Canyon contains a ,vonderful collec­
tio11 of the ,vorks of Indian industry and artistic skill. I-Tere are to be 
found baskets n1acle by every Indian tribe of Nortl1 An1erica, I{atcl1ina 
clolls or n1asks, Inclia11 pottery, lviexica11 antiques, Navaho and l\1exican 
blankets in great varie ty, etc. Navaho and Pueblo ,;11eavers and 
silversn1iths are also to lJe seen daily at tl1eir interesting a":ocations, 
and several ,vomen n1ay be found 111.aking their fanious pottery \Vare. 
Each night representatives of the cliffe.rent local tribes give, for tl1e 
instruction and eu joy1nent of the guests at El Jovar, some of their 
unic1ue and interesting songs a11d clances. 

THE FRED HARVEY SYSTEM OF HOTELS 

In order to provide for their (\Xacting class of patrons \vho are 
desirous of studying the unique scenic, geological, con1n1ercial, and 
social features of the g reat A1nerican South-West, the Santa Fe 
Rail,vay Company, in connection with Freel Harve_y, have established 
a syste1n of hotels ,vhich, in their architecture and general a1)point-
1ne11t, as well as in their managen1ent , have given aclded luster to the 
already world-famous na1ne of Fred Harvey. Iviost of these l1otels 
are built after tl1e 1\tl ission Style of architecture, n1ade fan1ous by the 
old Franciscan l\1issions of California, though they by no 111eans 
slavishly adhere to this clistinctively Western type. rl'he n1ost striking 
of tlrese hotels are: The El To7.1ar, of Grancl Ca11yon; the Harve:y 
H otel, of N e,vton; the new Bisonte, of Hutcl1inson, I(an. ; the 11e,v 
El Ortez, of Lan1y, N . l\,J.; the Alvarado, of Albuquerque; the new 
Fray Marcos, of W illiatns; the Escala11te, of A:-;hfork, ancl the El 
Garces, of N eedles. 

Eacl1 of tl1ese l1otels has its distinctive features, but all being under 
the same 1nanage1nent there is 110 clifference in the quality of service 
that the visitor obtains. After a11 experience "v ith one no traveller 
ever hesitates to arrange, ,vitb.out a ,vord of question, for a ,veek, a 
1nonth, or longer, at any one of the others. 

FURTHER INFORMATIO N ABOUT THE CANYON 

In addition to this book on the Grand Ca11yon, I published i11 1910 
an e11tirely new ,vor]< enti tl ed "The Grand Canyon of Arizona." 
\Vhile it is co1nplete in itself, it js a ln1ost entirely supplementary to 
this volume, ancl forn1s a fitting con1plement to it.
